Q 1. July 4, 1776 is known as Independence Day. What happened that day? 
1. Correct! The members of the Continental Congress adopted the final draft of the Declaration of Independence on July 4, 1776.  

Q 2. Which U.S. President was born on the fourth of July? 
2. Correct! Calvin Coolidge was born on July 4, 1872 in Plymouth, Vermont. He was the 30th President of the United States (1923-29) 

Q 3. The Declaration of Independence took place during what war? 
3. Sorry, but the correct answer is "Revolutionary War." The Declaration of Independence was part of the war between Great Britain and the American colonies called the American War of Independence or the Revolutionary War (1775-83).

Q 4. Which future U.S. President drafted the Declaration of Independence? 
4. Correct! Thomas Jefferson, at age 33, drafted the Declaration of Independence for the Continental Congress. 

Q 5. How many future U.S. Presidents signed the Declaration of Independence? 
5. Correct! Future Presidents John Adams and Thomas Jefferson were two of the 56 signers of the Declaration of Independence. 

Q 6. Where did the first public reading of the Declaration of Independence take place? 
6. Correct! The bell now-known as the Liberty Bell rang out to call together the people of Philadelphia for the reading the Declaration of Independence on July 8, 1776. 
Q 7. What was George Washington called during the Revolutionary War? 
7. Correct! General George Washington was the Commander-in-Chief of the Continental Army during the Revolutionary War. 

Q 8. General Washington gave an order to his army on July 9, 1776. What was it? 
8. Sorry, but the correct answer is "Listen to the reading of the Declaration of Independence." General Washington gave an order for the Declaration of Independence to be read to his army in New York on July 9, 1776. 
Q 9. What did Great Britain do by signing the Peace of Paris? 
9. Correct! Through the Peace of Paris, Great Britain recognized the independence of the American colonies on September 3, 1783. 

Q 10. Two U.S. Presidents died on July 4, 1826, 50 years after the signing of the Declaration of Independence. Who were they? 
10. Sorry, but the correct answer is "John Adams and Thomas Jefferson." Both John Adams and Thomas Jefferson, the only U.S. Presidents to have signed the Declaration of Independence, died on July 4, 1826 at their homes. President Monroe died on July 4, 1831. 
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
