Q 1. Which future U.S. President submitted a plan to change the Articles of Confederation, which led to creating the U.S. Constitution? 
1. Sorry, but the correct answer is "James Madison." Future U.S. President James Madison wrote a plan to change the Articles of Confederation. Called the Virginia Plan, Madison’s ideas influenced the writing for a new Constitution. 

Q 2. In the summer of 1787, 55 delegates gathered in Philadelphia for what purpose? 
2. Correct! Unhappy with the Articles of Confederation, the delegates of the Constitutional Convention gathered to improve the existing system, which led to the creation of the U.S. Constitution. 

Q 3. On what date did the Constitutional Convention sign the Constitution? 
3. Sorry, but the correct answer is "September 17, 1787." The Constitutional Convention signed the Constitution on September 17, 1787. 

Q 4. Which state was the first to ratify the Constitution? 
4. Correct! On December 7, 1787, Delaware ratified the Constitution, which made Delaware the first state. 

Q 5. The new Congress first conducted business under the Constitution on April 6, 1789. What also happened on that day? 
5. Sorry, but the correct answer is "George Washington was elected President." The first day Congress was able to conduct business under the Constitution was April 6,

1789. On this day, members of Congress counted the votes of the electors, who unanimously elected George Washington as the nation's first president. 

Q 6. What is the name for the beginning of the Constitution? 
6. Correct! The introduction to the Constitution is the Preamble, which outlines the reasons for establishing the Constitution. 

Q 7. Which one of these was NOT a reason for drafting the Constitution? 
7. Correct! The desire to change, not keep, the old system led to the drafting of the U.S. Constitution. Objectives of the Constitution include providing for the common defense, insuring domestic tranquility and promoting the general welfare. 

Q 8. What is the Bill of Rights? 
8. Correct! The first ten amendments to the Constitution are called the Bill of Rights. They provide the foundation for the nation’s basic freedoms, such as freedom of speech.

Q 9. How many states must ratify an amendment to the Constitution? 
9. Sorry, but the correct answer is "Three fourths." Three fourths of all states must vote in favor of adding an amendment to the Constitution before it becomes law. 

Q10. The Constitution divides the government into three branches. Which one of these is not a branch? 
10. Correct! The three branches of the federal government include the executive, legislative and judicial branches. 
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
