	    Jenny


	Forrest meets Jenny again. She tells him that she is taking classes in drama and music and wants to be an actress or a singer. Admires his playing football.
	· Sees Jenny with a boyfriend

· Jenny introduces him to sex



	Army


	(pp. 49-54)

had to leave university because he didn’t make his grades, is drafted into the army.

In training camp, one day he has to cook for all. And turns that into a major disaster!

- Bubba turns up as well

- one month later, they are shipped out to Vietnam


	· Volunteers for military service

· Meets Bubba on the bus to training camp. Bubba is drafted. Wants to be a shrimping boat captain

· Forrest is praised for his accuracy and obedience

· Says goodbye to his mother and Jenny before he leaves for Vietnam
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
